2. Operating Precautions

A waterproof scale, Water Beetle can be washed with water and used freely in humid, salty or dusty places, provided that you keep the following precautions:    

1) Be sure not to damage the seat around the buttoned points, since it is essential for waterproofing.

2) Be sure to close the battery cover tight to assure waterproofing. 

3) Avoid excessive impact on the scale, overheating and direct sunlight. 

4) Don't disassemble major components. 

5) Be sure the scale is horizontal for accurate weighing. 

3. Operaton

1) Preparations

  Open the package, take out the scale and check if there is damage. 

Put the platter on the main body and adjust the height of the feet to set the scale horizontally. 

Put two batteries in the battery case. 

2) Battery Replacement 

  If 'bat' appears on the display, replace the battery with a new one. 

Open the battery cover on the bottom of the scale and put 2 new batteries in as indicated (±).  Be sure to turn the cover to the end while lightly pressing after insert on. 

* If adapters are purchased, the connector for the adapter should be changed to Molex 5051-2P. 

* For rechargeable batteries, an adapter is required. 

3) Power On/Off

  Just press the button  ⓘ  .

  Just pressing the s00witch when turned off will turn the power on, and vice versa. 

4) Zero resetting 

  If the scale does not display '0' when it is empty, press the button >0< .

5) Setting tare 

  Put the container on the scale, press the button  T  . 

  To eliminate tare remove the container and press the button  T  .

6) Weighing materials for blending 

  Put the container on the scale and press the button >0< .

Put the material into the container and press the button  T  when the intended weight is. 

When '0' is displayed, add another item to the container and press the button  T  at the intended weight. The procedure may be repeated as often as necessary. 

Press the button  M , the scale will show the gross weight of the items. 

Press the  M  button, the scale will show the net weight '0'. 

7) Setting the function (GTN, Counting, Hold, kg lb)

  Press the  M  button two times and then press  S  button.

Select the function with the  T  button. (The following MANU will display) 
 Std   ; Gross weight or net weight display changeable with the button  M  .

 hoLd ; the weight value is fixed while the item is on the platter after pressing the  M  button. .

 Unit  ; kg or lb conversion with the  M  button.

 CoUnt ; counting mode or weighing mode with the  M  button.

 PErCt ; Under over value setting. 

 tInE  ; date or time display or correct.

Press the  M  button, the scale return to the weighing mode.

8) Counting 

  Press the  M  button two times and then press  S  button, and then select the CoUnt mode with the  T  button, and then press the  M  button. 

Press the  M  button, 'pcs' will be displayed. 

Select 'Sample Quantity' with the  T  button. 

Put the intended sample quantity on the scale and press the  S  button to set the unit weight. 

The scale shows the quantity of items. 

To check the item in weight, press the  M  button. 

9) Setting over/under limits 

  Press the  >0< button 2 times and then press the  S  button. (Function-setting mode) Access F12.00 with  M  button. Set the range under or over percentage with  T  button (10 means 1%). Save the data with the  M  button. Escape with the >0< button. 

Press the  M  button two times and then press the  S  button. Go to the PErCt menu with the  T  button. Press the  M  button to select it. Put the exact weight (item) on the scale. Press the  S  button (ok will display), the scale will display LO OK HI according to the weight on the scale .

10) Setting the gravity value 

  Press the >0< button 2 times and then press the  S  button. 

Input 88 at F00 with the  T  or  S  button. Press the >0< button to escape from Function-setting mode. Press the >0< button 2 times and then press the  S  button. Access to F02, F03 with the  M  button.

  Input the data with the  T  or  S  button and save the data with the  M  button. (9.9774  → F0297, F0374). Escape with the >0< button.

  Check with the weights.
  If you want calibrate the scale at your place with the weight again, the data of the scale must be F0279 and F0394. (For the calibration procedure reference the Function List.)
